GRID PORTRAIT DRAWING TASK SHEET

YOUR TASK:   Your task is to create a portrait using a grid to get a realistic representation.  We will work on toned paper with a dark and a white pencil.
STEPS TO FOLLOW: 

1. Get a grayscale copy of a photo of a face (non-traditional pose is better).  The copy should be at least 6 inches wide.
2. Grid or your reference photo with a ½ - 1 inch grid.
3. Grid a toned paper with 1+ inch grids VERY LIGHTLY.

4. Letter down the side and number across the top on both photo and toned paper.
5. First, look at each individual square and LIGHTLY draw in your basic shapes and place facial features correctly.

6. Then, go back and pay attention to the darker values.  Note sharp and “fuzzy changes in value.  Notice that there is a whole range of values.

7. As you put the shading in ERASE THE GRID LINES!

8. Now go back and put the high lights in with the white pencil (make sure it doesn’t mix with the dark pencil).

9. Now, look at the overall drawing and fix any problems.
10. Hand in drawing for grading with this score sheet when you are finished.
